Surface Preparation

soap, mildew, oil, grease, and water soluble materials. Water
dispersed detergents (trisodium phosphate) and abrasive cleaners are
more suitable than solvent based preparations for surface cleaning.

Remove any peeling or scaling paint,
and sand these areas to feather edges smooth with adjacent surfaces.
Hard, glossy areas should be dulled with fine grit sandpaper to ensure
proper adhesion. New plaster and masonry must be cured before
painting. Fresh Start® High-Hiding All Purpose Primer (046) before and
after filling nail holes,cracks, and other surface imperfections.

Unpainted Surfaces & Masonry: New plaster or masonry surfaces
must be allowed to cure (30 days) before priming. All surfaces must be
thoroughly brushed with stiff fiber bristles to remove loose patrticles.

Repaint Surfaces: Remove any peeling or scaling paint, and sand
these areas to feather edges smooth with adjacent surfaces.
Unpainted metal surfaces should be primed with an appropriate
Benjamin Moore® primer.
