Application

Agitate DuraLag® 1C.402 well before use. Over properly prepared
wood surfaces apply one coat of 1C.402 undercoater then let dry.
Sand well with 280-320 grit silicon carbide sandpaper. Select the
desired sheen of topcoat from the DuraLag®, UltraLag® or Megavar®
white series; mix well and apply two coats in even 3 — 5 wet mils.
Scuff sand between coats. Do not exceed more than two topcoats.

Moisture content of wood should be no higher than 9%. Wood must
be free of surface contaminants. Sand raw wood with no finer than
120-grit sandpaper and remove all dust. DuraLagq® 1C.402 is
formulated ready to spray. Check with equipment manufacturer for
proper settings to achieve proper atomization. Once dry, scuff sand
with 280-320 grit sandpaper prior to applying the selected topcoat.
1C.402 may be applied under conversion varnish, precat or lacquer
topcoats. Under catalyzed systems, 1C.402 should be limited to a
single coat. Entire system should not exceed three coats, applied at
3 — 5 wet mils each. Small amounts of Lenmar® 1A.114 Retarder
may be used in adverse weather conditions.
